	Kinmen County Self-Government Ordinance of Subsidy for Transportation of Emergency Referral of Acute and Severe Patients

Promulgated on March 26, 2001

FuMiZiDi#9009015

Article 1
To mitigate financial burden of transportation of emergency referral of acute and severe patients, Kinmen County Government promulgated this self-government ordinance to subsidize the transportation fees. 
Article 2 
The competent authority of the Ordinance is the Public Health Bureau of Kinmen County.  

Article 3
The acute and severe patients indicated in the Ordinance are patients meeting one of the following conditions in accordance with the diagnosis of designated medical institutes of the competent authority:

1. Trauma index is less than 12, or less than 9 if the patient’s age is under 5 years old.

2. Coma index is less than 10.

3. Piercing or crushing of head, neck, or torso.

4. Traumatic injury of spine, bone marrow, or any trauma leading to paralysis. 

5. Complete or incomplete amputation injury (excluding amputation of finger or toe.)

6. Two or more fractures of long bone or severe pelvis bone fracture.

7. Second degree burns in 10% of the skin or burns of special body parts: such as prestige or perineum. 

8. Drowning which leads to severe complications of respiratory system.

9. Organ failure and in need of intensive care.

10. Other severe cases of which without emergency referral would affect the timing of first-aid treatment and emergency care (excluding those who are in need of hospice care.) 

Article 4 
The aforementioned medical institutes indicate: Kinmen County Hospital, Kinmen Military Hospital, Wuciou Medical Station of Military, public medical institutes in Lieyu Township.          

Article 5
The subsidy of the Ordinance covers charter flight transportation fees from Kinmen (including Little Kinmen and offshore islands) to Taipei, or from Kinmen (including Little Kinmen and offshore islands) to Kaohsuing. However, ambulance charges would not be subsidized.


The aforementioned subsidy is 5% of the charter flight charges for emergency referral applications. 

Article 6
County residents meeting the criteria of the Ordinance shall apply for the subsidy at the competent authority or its designated agencies within 3 months of the incident. Those who do not submit sufficient documents shall do so within 15 days. Failure to apply or provide the needed documents by the deadline shall be deemed as forfeiting the subsidy.  

Article 7
The Ordinance also applies to acute and severe patients seeking medical treatment in Mainland China via aircraft or boat. The aforementioned co-payment of emergency referral shall be subsidized by the competent authority.  
Article 8
Expenditures for implementing the subsidy shall be budgeted in the annual budget of the competent authority.

Article 9
The Ordinance shall be implemented as of January 1, 2001.
