	Regulations Governing Revenues, Expenditures, Custody and Utilization of Kinmen County Medical Fund

Article 1
These regulations are promulgated by Kinmen County Government (hereinafter referred to as KCG) for the establishment of Kinmen County Medical Fund (hereinafter referred as the Fund) to strengthen the medical standards of Kinmen County. 

Article 2
The Fund is a special fund as stipulated under the Subparagraph 2, Paragraph 1, Article 4 of the Budget Act. KCG acts as the competent authority and Public Health Bureau of KCG (hereinafter referred to as the Bureau) acts as the management authority. 

Article 3
Revenues, expenditures, custody, and utilization of the Fund shall comply with these regulations except otherwise regulated. 
Article 4
Resources of the Fund originate from the following:

1. Fund allocated from government in accordance with the budgeting procedures; 

2. The original funds of the medical institutes (units) under the Bureau;


3. Revenues of the business;


4. Interest revenues accrued from the Fund;


5. Revenues from the donation; and


6. Other related revenues.
Article 5
The Fund is designed for the following purposes:
1. To cover the medical cost of the medical institutes (units) under the Bureau;

2. To serve as the annual professional expenditures of medical cost of the medical institutes (units) under the Bureau;

3. To support doctors at the public hospitals or clinics of the County to pursue special medical engagement;

4. To assist public hospitals or clinics of the County to recruit difficult to recruit professionals; 

5. To help the ICU business of acute and severe diseases; and

6. Other public health and related medical expenditures. 
Article 6
KCG shall set up a Kinmen County Medical Fund Management Committee (hereinafter referred to as the Committee) to supervise the management and utilization of the Fund. 


The Committee is in charge of the following tasks:


1. Supervising the revenues and expenditures, custody and utilization of the Fund.


2. Supervising and determining the budget and final accounting statements of the Fund.


3. Auditing the execution of the Fund.

4. Other related matters.
Article 7
The Committee composes of 7 to 9 members, among them, the Director-general of the Bureau shall act as the Chairperson; the Deputy Director-general of the Bureau shall act as the Vice Chairperson. Other committee members shall be assigned by the County Magistrate from the following: 

1. 4 to 5 representatives from the business units and related 
unites of the Bureau


2. 1 to 2 representatives from experts, scholars, or social justice defenders. 
The term of the above mentioned members is two years, the term can be renewed. Committee members representing their agencies shall follow their posts in resuming or resigning from the committee member position. In the case of position opening during a term, the opening can be filled until the original term ends. 
Article 8
The Chairperson shall appoint an executive secretary to be responsible for taking orders from the Chairperson to handle the Committee related affairs. 
Article 9
The Committee shall meet once every three months. Ad hoc meetings may be held when necessary. 

The chairperson of the Committee shall convene the meetings, regular or ad hoc. In case the Chairperson cannot preside the meeting, Vice Chairperson shall act as chairman of the meeting; in the case both the Chairperson and the Vice Chairperson cannot preside the meeting, committee members shall elect a chairman among the present members.  

The minimum number of Committee Members required to be present in order for any assembly of the Committee Meeting to legally transact business shall be over one half of the total number of Committee Members and it takes at least majority votes of the Committee Members present in the Committee Meeting to reach a resolution; the chairman of the meeting shall decide whether equal number of votes is acceptable. 
Article 10
Committee members shall attend the meetings in person. Avoidance of conflict of interest in terms of case review and final decision shall comply with regulations set forth in Article 32 and Article 33 of Administrative Procedure Law. 
Article 11
The Committee and its related staff are not paid jobs. 
Article 12
The custody and utilization of the Fund shall be profit yielding and safe; a special account in the County Treasury agent or other financial institutes for yielding interests shall be opened to deposit the Fund, the Fund shall also be transferred to a term deposit in accordance with the utilization situation of the Fund. 
Article 13
The planning and execution related to the budget of the Fund and the preparation of the Final Financial Statements thereof, shall be governed by the regulations of the Budget Act, Accounting Act, Final Financial Statements Act, Audit Act and all other related regulations and directions.
Article 14
At the time the Fund is terminated, a final balance shall be settled; any and all the residuals shall be turned over to the County Treasury.

Article 15
These Regulations shall take effect on the day of promulgation.
